
Restorative Justice brings people who have been affected by crime into communication with
each other. They can talk about the impact of the incident and seek answers in a face-to-face
meeting, via video, or through letters. This dialogue is transformative for both parties: it helps
people who commit crime to stop, and it helps people harmed by crime to be heard and to
begin the journey of recovery.

The impact of Restorative Justice is overwhelmingly positive – with up to 85% victim
satisfaction – and it can reduce reoffending by up to 27%. For every £1 invested in
Restorative Justice, £14 is saved. But the vast majority of people affected by crime simply
don’t know what it is. That’s why the support of businesses and organisations like yours is
essential.
